I met Dr. Song Lin, Temple Physician of Shang Qing Temple, while on a hike
up Qing Cheng Mountain to its top. I will attach a copy of notes I took
during this weekend hike. I asked him then if I could return, and he said
yes. He enrolled me as an official student of the Temple.

Over the days of my return during my final of the four weeks in Chengdu,
I was able to learn more about his deep desire to pass on what he knows.
He has taught several students, and is preparing to have the Temple host
30-40 students from Berlin next March and April. He would like me to ask
if our leader, Dr. Nolting, would consider students studying with him. Also
he will be coming the the U.S.A. from 3/95 to 10/95, and would like to see
if there are opportunities for him to speak, teach, etc., in Seattle. He says

I will attach photocopies, including the letter I carried up to him on my
second trip, asking in Chinese if he would like to have students visit for a
day or longer, and his written reply to that, in the envelope to Dr. Nolting.
Then toward the end of my time when I realized he was ready to host a
number of people, for an extended time, with a schedule of class offerings,
I asked if he would speak a message in Chinese (he used some English too),
for our Chinese doctors here to hear and interpret. So that cassette is
included also.

I think that a one-day visit to his Temple clinic would be a sure-fire
winner no matter what. And any number of days with him would be well
spent. There are some offerings he has which could take a week to pass on
some good training, and some which would take longer. I know we don't
have 30-40 people for a big group, but I thought you would like to know.
(Maybe others from the U.S. could join and have some extended training.)

Interpreter: Free if 20 students; fee for fewer can be worked out

Programs (he said a max of 2 or 3 subjects can be handled, depending, and
level of training gets higher with more time spent, each 1-week
unit should be a valuable experience on its own.
